The brightly colored floor mats allow children to learn and practice using various learning modalities (visual, auditory, motor and kinesthetic).  The math movements are uniquely designed to strengthen students' math skills and to improve each child’s ability to focus and learn.

Starting as early as pre-K, Math & Movement harnesses a child's natural love of movement and creative imagination to master basic math concepts.  Floor mats cover the concepts of addition, subtraction, telling time, skip-counting, money, multiplication, division, fractions, factoring, positive/negative numbers, Cartesian coordinates, place value, geometry, graphing, symmetry, decimals, percents, rounding, probability, and more. Some examples of the Math & Movement “math aerobics” include the Nine's Twist, Criss Cross for 7's, Sailboat Sway, Jaguar Tummy Rub, Gorilla Leg Lifts, Bunny Hop, The Letter "L" Laughs and Skyscraper.
In the future, math and science jobs will be available to American students, but only if we can increase their math ability. At present, our math curriculum is challenging for most students. We have observed an increase in their frustration with solving math problems. Our goal is to break down their fears, decrease math anxiety, and increase their pleasure in learning math.  The bright colors and large numbers on the floor mats make learning math visual, kinesthetic, and enjoyable for children, thus decreasing frustration levels.

· An enjoyable learning experience is had by all.
